The Archery New Zealand North Island Championships are awarded for Archers competing in the FITA Open, Veteran, Junior (Under 18) and Cadet (Under 16) grades in the Double FITA event.

This is a FITA registered tournament and all archers must be affiliated to Archery NZ or other FITA organisation. Whites or official Club uniforms must be worn. FITA records and qualifying scores may be claimed.

A Fremantle Round is 36 scoring arrows at each of 60,50,40 and 30 metres. 10 zone scoring. The Fremantle Round is open to ALL archers who do not wish to shoot the FITA Rounds. Please note the Cadet Womens FITA is the same as the Fremantle but the competitions are separate. You enter one or the other.
Ranking and Elimination rounds in the Matchplay will be three ends of six arrows at 70 metres. Medal rounds will be two ends of six arrows at 70 metres. Single arrow shootoffs will determine progress to later rounds or medals in the event of a tie. This is not strictly a FITA matchplay
If you have any allergies or other medical condition requiring special medication or facilities please attach a short note with the necessary details so we can make appropriate arrangements.

Results of the championship will be published in the Archer and in other media as appropriate. If you wish your name NOT to be used in any publicity (other than notification of results) before, during or following the event please advise the organising committee.
